their dependents with no intention to distribute the surplus but to plough it back 
for the welfare and development of Ex- Servicemen and their dependents. It is 
also registered as a Government Company within the meaning of Section 617 of 
the Companies Act, 1956. Hence, KEXCON is a Public Sector Undertaking of the 
Government of Kerala.   All Public Sector Undertakings, Local Bodies, other 
Quasi- Government organizations and establishments have been ordered by the 
Government  to  engage  the  Ex-Servicemen,  sponsored  by  KEXCON  for  security  
related duties. However, KEXCON also engages skilled Ex-Servicemen in other suit-
able assignments. As  such,  at  present  KEXCON  have  deployed  3500  Security  
Guards  and  other  skilled manpower in various government and semi government 
organizations.

The KEXCON has been placed at the 2nd position in terms of profitability and 16th 

place in the overall ranking.  This ranking was awarded by the Bureau of Public 
Enterprises in their review for the Financial Year 2019-20.  KEXCON had received 
no financial assistance of budgetary allocation from government other than Rs.50 
Lakh initial investment till 2018 but in the year 2019-20 Rs.32 Lakhs were received 
for implementation of newly conceived projects.

 Ex-Gratia  Grant

A lumpsum of Rs 20,000/- is paid as Ex-Gratia Grant to the next-of-kin of Ex-service-
men whose death occurs while being engaged on rehabilitation through KEXCON 
on production of necessary documents to the effect, without stipulating any other 
condition.

 Medical  Assistance

In addition to Ex-Gratia Grant, a sum of Rs 5,000/- to 10,000/- is being provided to 
those Ex-Servicemen who are in need of medical assistance.

Assistance in case  of  death due to Covid-19

KEXCON  has also decided to provide Ex-gratia to the tune of Rupees One Lakh 
to those ex-servicemen who expire due to Covid-19 pandemic, while being en-
gaged through KEXCON.

Rehabilitation through project related activities

In addition to the existing deployment for security related assignments, Kexcon 
also rehabilitates  Ex-Servicemen / dependents especially widows in its newly 
conceived welfare projects, namely the Uniform and Garments Manufacturing 
Project and House of Skills – Solar Panel Installation Project.

Major Activities
The Union Home Minister Shri Amith Shah on 12th July’2020 launched the Central Armed Po-
lice Force nationwide tree plantation drive.   Accordingly 17600  saplings were planted during 
month of June & July’2020. The drive continues and we have planted 10300 saplings during the 
month of June’ 2021 and also conducted Mega Drive Plantation on 25/07/2021.   
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The Group Center, CRPF, Pallipuram was selected as the Best Computer S 
avvy Group Centre in CRPF for the year 2020. 

Yoga Training  was conducted by this Group Centre w.e.f 19/06/2021 to 
24/06/2021 in connection with Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat (EBSB) programm 
and also celebrated    International Day of Yoga – 2021 on 21/06/2021.  

A tree plantation drive was also undertaken on the CRPF raising Day accession
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Resettlement and Welfare of Ex-servicemen is an important fact  and there 
is a system for in our country.   Our country implemented the welfares 
like  “One Rank One Pension” System and Ex-servicemen Contributory 
Health Scheme (ECHS).  Indian Soldiers Boards   established on 07/09/1919 
after the First World war  for the welfare of Retired Soldiers.  Our Country 
Established a advisory committee for the welfare of their dependent.   in 
1944 during the period of Second World War the strength of  our Defence 
Forces (Army, Navy & Air Force)  increased and there is a requirement of  
increasing the strength of  Indian Soldiers Board.   During it is renamed as “ 
Indian Soldiers, Sailors and Airmen Board.

A detailed expansion was carried out during the period of 1975 and the 
Board divided into three sections.  At Central Level we established Kendriya 
Sainik Board, State Level Rajya Sainik Board and in District level Zila Sainik 
Welfare Organisation.   For the co-ordination of  Defence Headquarters and 
Ex-Servicemen Association a new department named as Department of Ex-
Servicemen Welfare in all states.  The detailed function of Department is as 
follows :-

At Central Level

Department of Ex-Servicemen Welfare (DESW) is working under  Ministry of 
Defence with two sub sections :-

 (a) Resettlement Division 

 (b) Pension Division.

Department of Ex-Servicemen Welfare (DESW)

In view of the expanding population of ex-servicemen (ESM) and 
widows, there were persistent demands from service Headquarters and 
various associations for a separate Department to look after the welfare, 
resettlement and rehabilitation of ESM, war widows and their dependents. 

RE-SETTLEMENT AND WELFARE OF EX-SERVICEMEN

In 1986, a decision was taken to create an independent resettlement 
division in the Department of Defence.

A new Department of Ex-Servicemen Welfare (DESW) was created in the 
Ministry of Defence on 22nd September, 2004 in order to pay focused 
attention to the welfare and resettlement of ESM. DESW is mandated to 
formulate and implement various policies and programmes for the welfare 
and resettlement of Ex-Servicemen in the country. The Department consists 
of two Divisions i.e. (i) Pension Division; and (ii) Resettlement Division. 
The Pension Division of the Department of Ex-Servicemen Welfare deals 
with pension policies for the Armed Forces personnel and redressal of 
grievances of Ex-servicemen whereas the Resettlement Division looks 
after the remaining matters. Further, DESW has 3 Attached offices namely, 
Kendriya Sainik Board Secretariat (KSB Sectt.), Directorate General of 
Resettlement, (DGR) and Central Organisation, Ex-servicemen Contributory 
Health Scheme (CO, ECHS).

KSB Sectt. is responsible for the welfare of Ex-Servicemen and their 
dependents and also for the administration of welfare funds. It is assisted 
in its task by 34 Rajya Sainik Boards (RSBs) and 403 Zila Sainik Boards (ZSBs), 
which are under the administrative control of respective State Governments/
Union Territory Administrations. The Government of India shares 75% of 
the expenditure incurred on the maintenance of RSBs/ZSBs in respect of 
the States of Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, 
Nagaland, Tripura, Sikkim, Uttarakhand, Jammu & Kashmir, and Himachal 
Pradesh and 60% for other States/UTs while the remaining expenditure is 
borne by respective State Governments.

The office of Directorate General of Resettlement implements various 
Policies / Schemes / Programmes for pre and post retirement training, re-
employment and self- employment of ex-servicemen. The DGR is assisted 
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in its task by 5 Directorate Resettlement Zones (DRZs) co-located with the 
Army Command Headquarters at Udhampur, Chandimandir, Lucknow, 
Kolkata and Pune.

Central Organisation, Ex-Servicemen Contributory Health Scheme takes 
care of the healthcare and medical needs of Ex-servicemen and their 
dependents through a network of 427 polyclinics across the country.

Department of Sainik Welfare (DSW) & Zila Sainik Welfare Office (ZSWO)

At the State level, the resettlement and welfare of Ex-Servicemen is handled 
by one of the Ministries in the State Govt and the Secretary of the Dept 
concerned oversees the functioning of Dept of Sainik Welfare. The Depts of 
Sainik Welfare exercise general control and supervision over the Zila Sainik 
Welfare Offices some of which cover more than one revenue District. Like 
KSB at the Centre, there are 32 Rajya Sainik Boards (RSBs) functioning at 
the State level and 403 Zila Sainik Boards (ZSBs) at district level. As Hon'ble 
Defence Minister is president of KSB, the Chief Minister of the State is the 
President of the Rajya Sainik Board in the State and District Collector is 
the Chairman of the Zila Sainik Board. The Secretaries to the Rajya Sainik 
Board are invariably the Directors of the Dept of Sainik Welfare and the 
Secretaries to the Zila Sainik Boards are the Zila Sainik Welfare Officers. The 
Zila Sainik Welfare Offices are established in the Zila which have population 
of 7,500 and above of ESM, their widows, dependents and families of 
serving defence personnel residing therein. However, in certain districts in 
remote / hilly areas, the population limitation of minimum of 7,500 may 
be waived off as stipulated in the rules. The list of DSW / RSBS and ZSWO / 
ZSBS with their contact details are available at the link given below.

Responsibilities of Dept of Sainik Welfare / Rajya Sainik Board

• The Departments of Sainik Welfare / Rajya Sainik Boards in the States / 
UTs are responsible for the following functions:

• Control and Coordinate the work of ZSW Offices in the State and ensure 
their effective functioning. 

• Maintain liaison with Ministries of the State, State undertaking and 
enterprises and Banks to seek vacancies for Ex-Servicemen and widows 
as per reservation policy of the State and as per recruitment rules, 
monitor such vacancies and ensure Ex-Servicemen or widows fill these 
up, and have the policy on reservation for ESM in the State amended 
in conformity with that of Centre. They ensure that ESM are given due 
place in the 100 point roster prepared by States / UTs in accordance with 
their reservation policy and be a member of the Subordinate Selection 
Board of the State to ensure above.

• Promoting measures for the welfare and resettlement of Ex-Servicemen 
and families of serving / deceased personnel of the Armed Forces.

• Disseminating information to the general public regarding the Armed 
Forces in the country and for taking measures to enhance interest in 
Armed Forces amongst general public.

• Administering the Zila Sainik Welfare Offices in the State in accordance 
with the rules and instructions prescribed by the Central and State Govts 
including annual inspections. In coordination with the administration of 
the State, ensure that vacancies of ZSWO and their staff are filled on 
occurrence.

• Carry out any duty assigned by Secretary, KSB.

• Submit papers to KSB for claiming 50 percent expenditure for 
establishment expenditure of Department of Sainik Welfare / RSB and 
ZSWO / ZSBs of the State.

• Maintain up to date statistics of ESM, disabled ESM, widows and 
dependents and families of serving defence personnel under the heads 
pensioners and non pensioners both for ESM and widows.

• Ensure timely submission of reports and returns to KSB.

• Organize annual RSB meeting under Chairmanship of Governor / Chief 
Minister and Amalgamated Special Fund meeting under chairmanship 
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of Governor of the State. At these meetings a review is made of the 
welfare and rehabilitation measures, fresh policies formulated and 
implemented.

• Seek and monitor employment opportunities for ESM and widows in the 
private sector.

• Assist ESM and widows in planning and funding of self-employment 
ventures.

• Organize Armed Forces Flag Day Fund committee meetings in order to 
fix targets for various State and voluntary agencies to enhance collection 
drive throughout the year. Maintain the Amalgamated Special Fund and 
institute welfare schemes in the State from these funds as per decisions 
of the Management Committee of these funds.

• Undertake additional welfare measures for Ex-Servicemen and widows. 
Give wide publicity to welfare measures being undertaken by the Dept 
through the media.

• Hold Ex-Servicemen rallies and pension Adalats to propagate various 
concessions being extended and settle on the spot functional and other 
problems projected by Ex-Servicemen and their dependents.

• Report to DGR/Secy KSB on the Ex-Servicemen training being conducted 
in respective states and make suggestions with regard to changes 
in courses commensurate with changing trends. Conduct Annual 
Inspection of the ZSBs and submit report to the DCs, Chief Secretary, 
KSB.  Ensure that only, ESM are employed in the RSBs / ZSBs to qualify 
for the 50% Central share towards pay and allowances. Employment of 
civilian employees must be undertaken with the prior approval of the 
KSB / MoD.

• Establish e-mail connectivity with ZSBs / RSBs and KSB. Conduct Zonal 
Meetings of the zones as nominated by KSB.

The Composition of Zila Sainik Board is as follows:

President  :  District Collector

Vice President  :  Senior Ex-service Officer

Ex-officious members  :  Heads of State Govt Departments / Recruiting Officer

Nonofficial  :  Two Ex-Servicemen

Members  :  Four Prominent Citizens

Secretary  :  Zila Sainik Welfare Officer

Responsibilities of Zila Sainik Welfare Offices / Zila Sainik Board

• Disseminating information to the general public regarding the Armed 
Forces in the country and constantly endeavoring to promote and 
maintain a feeling of goodwill between civilian population, service 
personnel and Ex-Servicemen.

• Monitoring the welfare of families of servicemen and Ex-Servicemen 
and assisting them in representing their cases with local administration 
or Defence authorities. Welfare organizers employed in each ZSWO / 
RSB play a crucial role in establishing contact with the clientele in their 
homes, listing their problems, needs and aspirations, providing in-puts 
on these to ZSWO / RSB, resolving these, and spreading awareness of 
the resettlement and welfare measures in place which they can avail-of.

• Giving information to general public regarding the conditions of service 
in the Armed Forces and to assist intending candidates in approaching 
the appropriate recruiting authorities for purposes of enlistment.

• Keeping a watch on the adequacy of the number of pension paying 
offices / branch post offices paying pension.

• Scrutinizing applications for relief from various military and civil 
charitable funds and making suitable recommendations.

• Granting financial relief to Ex-Servicemen and their dependents from 
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funds at their disposal and recommending cases of ESM and their 
dependents for financial assistance from KSB.

• The welfare responsibilities of Zila Sainik Welfare Offices (ZSWOs) will 
encompass all such traditional activities which were already being 
performed by these offices with particular reference to the following:

• Settlement of financial problems such as pension and other retirement 
/ release benefits / dues to Ex-Servicemen and grants and assistance in 
kind to Ex-Servicemen beneficiaries and dependents from the Central / 
State Govts or other Organizations such as the Indian Red Cross Society 
etc.

• Providing assistance for settlement of land and other disputes.

• Assist families of serving personnel staying separately during their 
absence away on duty.

• Promote and maintain under guidance of the State Rajya Sainik Boards, 
welfare measures in the District such as Rest House for Ex-Servicemen, 
old age pensioners' homes, vocational and other training facilities and 
hostel for children of serving defence personnel and Ex-Servicemen.

• Mobilise assistance for medical treatment in Military / Civil hospitals.

• Maintain liaison with other welfare Organizations such as the Indian 
Red Cross Society, NGOs and voluntary agencies to enhance additional 
sources of welfare and concessions for Ex-Servicemen and their families 
/ dependents in the Districts.

• Maintain an up to date register of war widows, dependents and those 
disabled in action with a view to ensure their welfare.

• To represent KSB, Ministry of Defence (Govt of India) in Court Cases 
under their jurisdiction in which these Organizations have been made 
respondent.

• Provide Ex-Servicemen and family pensioners information about Ex-
Servicemen Contributory Health Scheme (ECHS).

• Ensure that their ZSBs are duly inspected by the Director, RSB every year.

• The responsibilities of the Zila Sainik Welfare Offices (ZSWOs) / 
Rajya Sainik Boards (ZSBs) with regard to resettlement of ESM are to 
maintain close and effective liaison for purpose of resettlement through 
employment of Ex-Servicemen with Local Central / State / private 
industrial organization.

• Local employment exchange particularly in States where it has 
cosponsoring powers for reemployment of Ex-Servicemen.

• Local revenue authorities in connection with schemes for resettlement 
on land of ESM.

• District Industries / Block Development Offices and assisting those Ex-
Servicemen desirous of setting up small scale industries.

• Assist Ex-Servicemen in forming and setting up cooperatives for their 
self employment.

• Provide all resettlement assistance to war widows, dependents and war 
disabled as well as to those who died / disabled while in service due to 
attributable reasons.

• Assist Ex-Servicemen in preparing of project reports for self-employment 
ventures and in obtaining loans under DGR resettlement schemes.

• Organize Armed Forces Flag Day under aegis of the President ZSB (District 
Collector) and Flag Day collections and any other authorized fund raising 
measures in the district.

• Organize rallies / reunion of Ex-Servicemen. Organize welfare meetings 
with President ZSB to resolve problems of Ex-Servicemen and widows, 
preferably once each month on a fixed day.

• Explore avenues for providing educational and vocational training 
facilities for Ex-Servicemen and their dependents to enable them to seek 
employment or set up self employment venture.

• Assist three Services whenever called upon to do so to disseminate 
information within the district regarding terms and conditions of service 
in the Armed Forces. Provide publicity for recruitment notice and for 
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assistance rendered by the Armed Forces in times of national calamities. 
Publicize notification of awards of gallantry and other decorations, 
introduction of welfare schemes of service personnel and their families.

Registration and Issue of ESM Identity Card

All categories of Ex-Servicemen (Officers/PBOR) are required to obtain Ex-
Servicemen Identity card from their respective Zila Sainik Boards. Possession 
of Identity Card is essential for  availing various benefits / concession for 
which Ex-Servicemen are entitled from DGR/KSB/RSBs/ZSBs.

Type of Identity cards :- Following type of Identity Cards are issued by ZSBs.

(a) Retired Defence Officers Identity Card :-  This card issued to those who 
are served as Commissioned Officer. 

(b) Identity Card Ex-Servicemen (PBOR). :-  This cards issued to those who  
have served below the Rank of Commissioned Officer.

(c) Identity Card Widow of Ex-Servicemen :-  This card issued to the wives 
of   those who died in Service or after retirement.

(d) Identity Card War Widows :-  This card issued to the wives of those who 
died in  war or  war like situations.

(e) Identity Card War Disabled :-  This card issued to those who were 
Injured during war / War Like Operations and discharged from the 
service.

(f) Identity Card Widower 

(g) Identity Card Dependent of ESM.

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Dependent  Identity Card 

The Kendriya Sainik Board has decided that Identity cards will be issued to 
dependents of Ex-Servicemen to enable them to utilize Airline Concession 
tickets. This card is not valid to enter any restricted area . Following

  (i)  Application with photograph pasted, for issue of dependent card. 

 (ii)  Registration form. 

 (iii)  copy of Discharge book. 

 (iv)  Copy of PPO. 

 (v)  Certificate from Village officer stating that Children are Not 
married, 

 (vii)  Copy of Aadhar card.

Validity of identity Cards 

(a)  ln case of War/ Pensioner's Widow the ldentity Card will be of 
permanent nature and remain valid till she gets remarried, to be 
renewed every five (05) years. 

(b)  The identity card in respect of spouse of ESM will also of permanent 
nature and would necessitate change only on change of status (if 
divorced etc), to be renewed every five Years. 

(c)  Dependent identity card to the children of ESM will be issued initially 
for a period of five years and will be renewed thereafter for another 
five years subject to the following:- 

 (i) Sons - Attaining the age of 25 years or on ceasing to be dependent 
whichever is earlier or unemployed due to disabled life time. 

 (ii) Daughters till married or unemployed due to disability life time. 

 (iii) Permanently Disabled children - valid for life time.

(d) Renewed identity Card to be treated as first issue and charged Rs 100 
Issue of Duplicate identity Card 

The under mentioned procedure is to be followed for issuance of duplicate 
Card:- 

(a)  FIR is to be lodged in an event of loss of dependent card by ESM/ 
dependent.  After one month from the date of FlR, an endorsement of 
Police Station needs to  be obtained on the status of the complaint. 

(b)  The ESM/dependent should approach ZSWO along with the copy of 
FIR and  application containing the facts leading to the loss of Card. 
Further, an  application for issue of duplicate I card is to be submitted. 
Thereafter, the ZSWO  will carry out one man investigation on the spot 
to ascertain that there is no  malafide iq tent and insurgency angle 
is not involved. The comments of ZSWO  are to be endorsed on the 
application and then only duplicate card is to be  issued 

(c)  No duplicate card is to be issued after the third loss. The following 
penalty is  to be levied for flrst three losses:- 

(i)  First loss - ` 300/-

(ii)  Second Loss - ` 600/-

(iii)  Third Loss   - ` 900/- 

(d)  An undertaking is to be obtained from the ESM/widow  that the 
duplicate  identity card will be surrendered immediately to the issuing 
authority in case the  lost Dependent card is found subsequently.

 (e) A notation of loss is to be made in  Discharge book and other relevant  
register in Red ink indicating the number of loss (lst /llnd /lllrd). 

(f)  Following documents are to be kept at ZSB for record:- 

 (i)  Copy of FIR registered with the police station. 

 (ii)  Application from the individual for issue of duplicate card along 
with photographs. 
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State & District Military Benevolent Funds: – The Directorate of  Sainik 
Welfare is operating a fund with the specific objective to extend financial 
assistance for the welfare and alleviation of  distress of  Ex-Servicemen and 
their families. At the State level it is called “The State Military Benevolent Fund 
(SMBF)” and at the District level it is called “The District Military Benevolent 
Fund (DMBF)”. The Rajya Sainik Board is the controlling authority of  the 
State Military Benevolent Fund and the Zila Sainik Board is of  the District 
Military Benevolent Fund.

1. Grant of  Financial Assistance from SMBF / DMBF
 An amount ranging from `8000 to `10,000 is given from the SMBF 
annually to Ex-servicemen/Widows provided the annual income of  the family 
is less than `2,00,000. This grant from District Military Benevolent Fund is 
`6000 to `7000. The amount of  grant is being credited to the bank account of  
the beneficiary.

Eligibility:

a) Annual income limit will be `2,00,000

b) All Ex-Servicemen/widows within the income limit is eligible. (Subject to 
conditions).

Documents:

a) Application for grant of  financial assistance from SMBF/DMBF.  
b) Form No DD 40.

2. Immediate Financial Assistance
 To alleviate the immediate nature of  financial distress of  Ex-Servicemen 
or their dependants, immediate financial assistance is granted from the SMBF 
at the rates of  `50,000 and `20,000 by the Chief  Minister and the Director of  
Sainik Welfare respectively. District Collector & Zila Sainik Welfare Officer  
can sanction an amount of `10000 & `5000 respectively from the DMBF.

Bearing in mind the situation, the Department of  Sainik 
Welfare has initiated a programme of  forming Self  Help Group Units 
to provide self  employment to the unemployed ESM/family in the state. 
In the beginning it is proposed that 20 such units may be formed in the 
state. The  Amalgamated Fund shall extend financial assistance of  `25,000  
to each unit subject to the satisfactory functioning of  the group for a 
minimum of  one year.
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Eligibility and conditions.

b) Each group shall consist of  15 – 20 members or 5 families.

e) The group should make bye-laws for the co-ordination and actual 
understanding among the members for the proper functioning of  the unit.

f) The group shall elect a Group Convener/Chairman, Treasurer and an 
Executive committee.

g) Each group shall register their units with the concerned ZSWO and 
authorize the Convener/Chairman or Treasurer to receive the financial 
assistance from the Amalgamated Fund. A copy of  the project report 
covering all details including financial statement, business transactions etc. 
may also be submitted.

All Ex-servicemen are required to register their name with appropriate authority 
for availing any form of  resettlement assistance.

JCOs/ORs

They are required to register with the Zila Sainik Welfare Office nearest to their 
place of  domicile or where settled permanently.  The process of  registration can 
be started 12 months before the actual date of  discharge of  service personnel. 
The Record Office concerned send the employment index card of  the retiring 
(service personnel) personnel to the concerned Zila Sainik Welfare Office for 
registration.

If  an Ex-Serviceman is not able to get his name registered through the Record 
office, he can directly go to the Zila Sainik Welfare Office with connected 
documents for registration purpose.

Renewal

Every Ex-serviceman who registers with Zila Sainik Offices has to renew his 
registration once in three years. The due date of  renewal is any day of  the 
month in which he had registered.  Renewal can be done either by visiting 
the Zila Sainik Welfare Office personally, or by sending by post a reply paid 
post card giving his registration number, NCO number, his name and address. 
Registration can be renewed in the month due or in the following two months. 
[For example, if  registration is to be renewed in October (the month due), the 
registrant can renew his registration on any day of  the month (October) or in 
the following two months, i.e. In November & December].

Disabled Ex-servicemen/Defence service personnel

Disabled Defence Service personnel are granted Priority-I along with retrenched 
employees of  Government. They can also register with the Rajya Sainik Board 
for getting priority-I for employment purpose, besides being registered in 
the concerned Zila Sainik Welfare Office. For registering their names in the 
Rajya Sainik Board, disabled Ex-servicemen need not personally approach the 
Directorate, they can get it done through their ZSWOS.

All disabled Ex-servicemen who are getting disability pension may be registered 
for employment under priority one category.  An Ex-serviceman whose 

disability is not attributable to military service would be treated as ordinary 
Ex-servicemen and would be registered with the concerned Zila Sainik Welfare 
Office only.

Special Employment Exchange for Differently Abled Persons

The Zila Sainik Welfare Officer will forward the registration records (SWD-
XI) in respect of  disabled exservicemen to the concerned District-Town 
Employment Exchange, Special Emploment Exchange for Differently Abled 
which ever is entrusted with dealing such registration. The disabled ESM 
must produce a disability certificate form District Medical Board stating the 
percentage of  disability in respect of  that particular ESM. As per existing rules 
of  the State of  Kerala, ESMs having diability above 40% an eligible for such 
registration.

In the case of  disabled ESM, they may be adviced to obtaine ‘Identity Card for 
person with disability’ from the concerned District Social Welfare.

Professional and Executive Employment Exchanges for professional 
standard registration in the State

Degree in Engineering, Medicine, Agriculture, Veterinary, Fisheries, Nursing, 
LLB, PGDCA and Post Graduate qualification with not less than 50% marks 
etc are included in the Professional and Executive level standard.

Zila Sainik Welfare Officers should forward the secondary employment index 
card (X-I) in respect of   Ex- servicemen possessing the above professional 
and executive level qualification, directly to the concerned Professional and 
Executive Employment Exchange. They need not send such index card to the 
Directorate of  Sainik Welfare.

There  are  three  Professional  and  Executive  Employment  Exchange  in  
Kerala  under  the  department  of  National  Employment Service (Kerala). 
The vacancies reported to such Exchanges are usually to the Gazetted/ higher 
management cadres such as lecturer, doctor, engineer, business executives, 
agricultural officer, accounts officer, project officer, company executives, 
senior executives etc.
